2008 WISH LIST

The current wish list for the SACC is short, but critical to the operations of our agency.

What we need above all else is for a group of energetic folks to organize and hold a fund raising event for the benefit of our agency.  Our individual contributions are down substantially from prior years, and as a result, our expenses are exceeding our revenues this year.  We are facing a budget shortfall and will need to cut our hours of service for clients by November without a new source of donations.  
If a fund raiser is not a possibility, we would like to suggest one of the following:

Adopt-a-Family
At The Sexual Assault Crisis Center, it costs nearly $50 for one session of individual counseling.  Victims are offered six to eight individual sessions to express emotions, connect with healing, and continue on their journey toward recovery.  Loved ones often seek counseling services at the Center in an effort to understand how they can help aid in the victim's healing, and learn how to deal with their reaction to the abuse as well.  These services are always provided free of charge - though on average, this range of services provided to a victim and his/her family can cost the center over $500.  Last year 213 sexual assault victims and their family members received crisis counseling at the Center.  Consider "Adopting-a-Family" as a way that you can make a difference by providing a family with the range of services they greatly deserve.  
Or,

Adopt-a-Support Group

The Sexual Assault Crisis Center offers seven support groups at various times throughout the year for victims of sexual assault (all ages) and their non-offending family members and loved ones.  Groups provide a safe and comfortable place for victims and their families to express their feelings about sexual abuse and how it affects them. Group participants are also able to learn ways to help keep themselves safe and know that they are not alone in their healing journey.  Victims and their families have the opportunity to learn about the dynamics of sexual abuse, get connected with other community resources and strengthen their self-esteem.  Clients are not charged a fee to participate in a support group, yet costs to the SACC are approximately $50 for each session, adding up to $500 for one child or adult to attend a 10-week session.  In 2006, the SACC had 136 support group participants.   Adopting a Support Group is one way to make a significant difference in the life of a survivor of sexual violence.  

Or, 
Adopt-a-Classroom 
The Sexual Assault Crisis Center provides free prevention education programs to students in grades K -12 in Outagamie and Calumet Counties. Our presentations are age-appropriate, and cover a wide range of topics, including safety and awareness, sexual harassment and bullying in the school, Internet safety, and avoiding potentially dangerous dating relationships. While schools receive this service at no cost, the cost for the center to provide this educational opportunity is $5.00/student.  An average classroom of 25 students costs the Center $125.00.  Last year, our educators spoke to over 14,000 children and 700 adults. Please consider adopting a classroom as a way to keep our children safe and aware.  

Other less crucial items on our wish list include:

· A digital camera, so we can post pictures of our activities on our website, and in our newsletter;

· Office supplies, especially copy paper; heavy duty stapler, Kleenex, 3 ring binders, pocket folders, labels, manila file folders
· Printing services, for our quarterly newsletter, and other agency publications used for distribution to students in classrooms.

· Gift Certificates/Gas Cards, for our volunteer victim advocates

· Group Supplies, snacks for groups, juice boxes, bottled water, canvas bags for decorating, smocks, craft boxes—any size for decorating, glue and glue sticks, polar fleece fabrick(solid colors and/or prints) and polyester batting
· Therapy, blank notebooks/journals, anatomically correct Boy & Girl dolls, hand puppets (people)
